Coppice	is	a	tradi-onal	forest	management	prac-ce	with	unique	characteris-cs	and	is	
typical	 for	 many	 European	 forest	 landscapes.	 Besides	 wood,	 a	 renewable	 raw	
material,	 they	 provide	 numerous	 and	 very	 specific	 ecosystem	 services	 (ES).	
Recogni-on	of	such	services	is	increasing	and	they	are	therefore	gaining	importance	
in	both	forest	management	and	environmental	policies.	

The	overall	aim	of	the	Training	School	is	to	study	the	concepts	and	methods	to	assess	
ecosystem	services	related	to	biodiversity,	conserva-on	and	cultural	heritage	for	
coppice	forest	stands	in	different	stages	of	development.
